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CZECH LESSONS AT PBS

COMPULSORY SCHOOL ATTENDANCE acc. § 38 IN CR  – TERMS AND CONDITIONS

• For fluent Czech speakers (mainly Czech nationals), also open for other nationalities who are fluent in Czech and want to complete compulsory Czech school attendance 

• Covers the compulsory 9 - year Czech school attendance (Y2 – Y10 in British system) 

• Based on the Czech National Curriculum 

• It is compulsory for Czech nationals who intend to study Czech language as part of IGCSE and /or IB Programme. The students have to attend Czech lessons regularly, once they sign on. It is not a “club”. 

• Czech programme students are registered with a Czech Primary School, called “Base School”, where they are completing compulsory school attendance in accordance with Individual programme of study (Czech Ministry of Education Act No. 561/2004, § 38, par. 1, letter c about Primary school) 

• We provide regular lessons throughout the school year, students are tested 2x year (half year/end of school year)

• The Czech lessons are organised three times a week for 1st – 5th classes (Y2 - Y6 in British system) and twice a week for the other classes (Y7 – Y10 in British system), timetable will be specified at the beginning of new academic year 

• Each lesson takes 45 minutes, each class/ year has a qualified Czech teacher and allocated classroom 

• Intended to assist individual study of compulsory Czech subjects, not in place of regular Czech school 

• Subjects taught: Czech Language – Reading and Handwriting (1st and 2nd class/ Y2 and Y3 in British system), Czech Grammar and Literature, Science and PSHE – “Prvouka”, Czech History and Geography 

• Parents will be given the Curriculum statements for the appropriate class/ year at the beginning of the school year 

• Parents will be informed about their child’s progress and results regularly through a Student’s Book, at parent’s meetings and/ or individual consultations 

• Parents should be aware of the importance of their child’s additional Czech work at home, so that PBS can ensure the fullfilment of the requirements given by the Czech Primary School and Czech National Curriculum 

• The child is enrolled in the Czech lessons at PBS once the school receives all the necessary documents, such as this form and the latest Czech school report, for enrolment in the Czech school - Enrolment Form, Individual Programme of Study Application, Compulsory School Attendance Admission Form (for 6 – 7 year olds only), School Transition Form, this form (signed) and a copy of last school report (where applicable). 

• There will a charge of 12.000,- CZK per Academic Year 2011/2012 for the Czech lessons as of September 2010, to be invoiced together with the tuition fee as per the school calendar. Any additional costs related to extra school events, trips, etc. will be covered by the parents. 

• The school requires an official notice of withdrawal from the Czech Lessons at PBS in writing, one term in advance, signed by the parents
